The Midterm project is worth a Test Grade and your Midterm grade.  The assignment can bring your grade up or bring it down.  Do not waste your time in class.
Midterm Directions: You must have a cover page, under the cover page should be your five/ten year plan.  Next, you will be creating a five page plan.  Each page should look like the example I gave you in the Midterm Format handout above this document on my class website.  Each page will have the following items;
At the top left corner will be your name, my name, class, and due date,

Each page should be titled by stage; Middle School, High School, College Prep, College, Post College (You can substitute a stage if you’re not college bound.)

Under the title should explain what do you need to do to succeed in this stage?
Next will be two sections.  

To the left will be your skills you have and under the skills you need

To the right will be your budget plan for that stage following the format you learn in class the next two weeks.  Under that is the evidence you will show for each stagfe
Under this section will be one paragraph explaining what you will need to do to prepare for the next stage.
Format: Times, New Roman, 12 point Font, single spaced.  You will use publisher to create this document so make sure you use your class time wisely or come in at lunch.

You will attach your five/ten your plan to this document.  The Midterm must be printer to hand in by or before your presentation.  You will also conduct a power point presentation with each stage explaining them to the class worth a test grade.
